We 
have 8 ð 10 new barrel 
saddles a couple 10ó bar-
rel saddles, several used 
saddles; bell, front and 
rear boots; split and sin-
gle reins; rope bags;

and breast collars; etc. 

After 2 years of the tack 
store, we have decided 
that we are no 
longer going to be 
mobile or carry 
much in stock.
